Colonial Life Journal
Part 1 – Research

· You are researching what Colonial Life was like in the English colonies from the 1600s-1775.
· Use the following resources to gather information about various aspects of colonial life:
· Chapters 4 & 5 of American Pageant textbook
· History Alive placards located around the room
· AMSCO – chapter 3
· Take notes in the research section of your notebook on at least 10 different aspects of colonial life.  These can be topics such as leisure, dating & marriage; work life; religion; community organization; education, etc.
Part 2 – Journal

· You will now create a journal about colonial life to be written on separate sheets of notebook paper to turn in based on the research that you have.

· You will pretend that you have come from England and are spending several years in the American colonies.  You are keeping a journal while you are there to inform the folks back home about what life is like.

· Your journal should contain at least 6 entries that are each a 5-7 sentence paragraph in length. Each entry should discuss one aspect of colonial life.  The journal should describe what you saw, how you were feeling, etc. Be descriptive and use your senses. (IT IS NOT AN ENCYCLOPEDIA ARTICLE, IT IS A JOURNAL, SO PERSONALIZE IT WHILE INCLUDING THE PERTINENT INFORMATION.)
· You must illustrate, in detail and color, at least 3 of your journal entries.
· Each entry should be dated.
