Assignment:  You are to create a power point presentation that teaches the class your assigned topic that either features a reform movement of the mid-1800s or an aspect of culture. You should include:

· A clear explanation of what the goals of the movement were, what problems it was trying to solve, or how the topic was truly “American” (art/literature…the change it displayed from years prior)

· Examples of work or primary sources that would sum up the information.  For example, what primary source (excerpt of) could you expect to see on the AP exam that would relate to your topic?  Why?  Explain it.
· One paragraph explaining how America is progressing towards a unified national culture. (Or bullet points)
· Graphics, pictures, charts…anything visual that helps to explain your topic
· You should have at least 4 slides
